The High Court granted anticipatory bail to the
appellant. While granting anticipatory bail, the High

Court has imposed the following condition:

“. the learned trial court before accepting the
bail bonds of the petitioner no.1 shall verify
whether Dhiraj Kumar suffered any injury or not.
In the event, if Dhiraj Kumar suffered any kind
of injury, even simple in nature, then the
present anticipatory bail order shall not be
acted upon with respect to petitioner no.1
only.”
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Obviously, after coming to the conclusion that the
appellant was entitled to pre-arrest bail, such a
condition could not have been imposed as it cannot be
termed as a condition of bail.

Accordingly, the aforesaid condition is set aside
and the bail bonds shall be accepted in terms of the
impugned order as modified above.

The appeals are accordingly allowed.
